The dissertation is a theoretical and experimental study of the problem of
forming academic integrity of students within the educational environment of
pedagogical universities.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the need to resolve
contradictions between:

the societal need for competent teachers as carriers of ethical norms, models
of academic culture, and high standards of academic integrity in professional
activity, and the insufficient formation of these qualities among students within the
educational environment of pedagogical universities;

the demand for future teachers as transmitters of the values of academic
integrity and the absence of a holistic system for its formation in pedagogical
universities;

the legal consolidation of the principles of academic integrity, the
digitalization of education, and the increasing risks of academic misconduct, and
the insufficient effectiveness of the practical implementation of these principles
within the educational environment of pedagogical universities on the basis of
values and student self-regulation.

The need to overcome these contradictions determined the tasks of the study,
on the basis of which generalized conclusions were drawn. A theoretical analysis
of the problem of forming academic integrity of students within the educational

environment of pedagogical universities was carried out.



Within the framework of the study, the definitions of the following concepts
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were clarified: “academic integrity,” “principles of academic integrity,” ‘“norms
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and rules of adherence to academic integrity,” “educational environment of
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pedagogical universities,” “process of professional training of students in the
educational environment of pedagogical universities,” and “technology for the
formation of academic integrity.” On this basis, the key concept of the study —
“academic integrity of students of pedagogical universities” — was defined as an
integral personal and professional quality of a future teacher as a carrier of moral
example and a transmitter of educational values to future generations, manifested
in an internally determined need to adhere to moral, ethical, and academic norms in
educational, scientific, and future professional activities.

The structural components of academic integrity of students within the
educational environment of pedagogical universities were identified and
characterized:

the value-motivational component, which determines the system of
knowledge about value orientations underlying academic integrity and motivation
for various types of educational and future professional activities;

the cognitive component, reflecting a system of knowledge about academic
integrity and its violations;

the activity component, characterized by the level of existing skills and
abilities related to adherence to the principles, norms, and rules of academic
integrity by all participants in the educational process;

the reflective component, which determines the desire for self-knowledge,
self-assessment, and self-control, as well as pedagogical reflection regarding the
formation of norms and rules and the avoidance of violations of academic integrity.

In order to form academic integrity among students within the educational
environment of pedagogical universities, a technology for the formation of
academic integrity was theoretically substantiated and developed. It is defined as a
holistic educational process consisting of a set of forms, methods, means, and

resources of the educational process united by a common goal and unity of



implementation, aimed at forming academic integrity among students
of pedagogical universities, namely positive motivation, an integrated
system of knowledge, skills, and abilities to adhere to the norms and rules
of academic integrity in the educational environment of a pedagogical
university and to implement them in future professional activities.

The main components of this technology include the following blocks:

conceptual-target block (goal, objectives, educational paradigm, scientific
approaches, principles);

content-procedural block (content of the technology, structural components
of academic integrity, technological tools for forming academic integrity, stages of
forming academic integrity);

diagnostic-analytical block (components, criteria, levels, result, and its
analysis).

The stages of implementation of the technology for forming academic
integrity of students within the educational environment of pedagogical
universities were determined. In particular:

the motivational-target stage, which involved awareness of the personal and
social significance of adhering to the norms of academic integrity in one’s own
learning process and in transmitting these norms to future generations;

the technological stage, aimed at ensuring the solution of tasks related to the
development of structural components (value-motivational, cognitive, activity, and
reflective) and focused on forming knowledge, skills, and abilities to adhere to the
norms and rules of academic integrity, as well as the ability to transmit them to
future generations in professional activity;

the reflective-corrective stage, which ensured self-analysis and the formation
of an individual path of adherence to the norms and rules of academic integrity
with subsequent correction, as well as the desire to transmit these norms and rules
in future pedagogical activity.

The effectiveness of the technology for forming academic integrity of

students in the educational environment was experimentally verified. The



application of the experimental technology for forming academic integrity
of students in the educational environment of a pedagogical university
produced a positive effect, which confirmed its effectiveness and the
necessity of its implementation in the educational practice of pedagogical
higher education institutions.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that a technology for
forming academic integrity of students within the educational environment of
pedagogical universities was theoretically substantiated, developed, and
experimentally verified as a set of rational forms, methods, and means of the
educational process united by a common goal of functioning and unity of
implementation. It is aimed at forming academic integrity on the basis of values,
an integrated system of knowledge about the principles, norms, and rules of
academic integrity, as well as skills and abilities to adhere to them, reflective
learning skills, self-control, and professional pedagogical activity. A structural-
functional model of the technology for forming academic integrity of students
within the educational environment of pedagogical universities was developed,
represented by the unity of three blocks: conceptual-target (goal, objectives, result,
educational paradigm, approaches, principles), content-procedural (types of
activities, methods, means, stages of the technology), and diagnostic-analytical
(components, criteria, levels, result). The author’s interpretation of the concept
“academic integrity of students of pedagogical universities” was presented and its
structure was substantiated.

Further development in the dissertation was given to methodological
approaches to forming academic integrity of students within the educational
environment of pedagogical universities; scientific ideas about the content and
structure of academic integrity of students in the educational environment of
pedagogical universities; and criteria with corresponding indicators of the
formation of academic integrity of students.

The practical significance of the research results is determined by the

development and implementation in the practice of higher education institutions



that train students of pedagogical specialties of a technology for forming
academic integrity of students within the educational environment of
pedagogical universities. To ensure the effectiveness of this technology, the
content of educational components of general and professionally oriented
training was updated, elective courses such as “Fundamentals of Academic
Integrity”, and the self-education management program ‘“Academic Integrity
of the Teacher: Professionalism or a Requirement of Society?” were
introduced; participation in the University School of Academic Integrity
was organized; and students independently developed their own
compendium ‘“Academic Integrity in Educational Institutions.”
