The dissertation provides a scientific substantiation of the theoretical and
technological aspects of the formation of facilitation competence in future social
workers in the process of professional training. The relevance of the selected research
problem is determined by the societal need for competent and competitive social
workers. The feasibility of addressing this problem is associated with the need to
overcome the following contradictions: between the objective societal demand for
social workers with well-developed facilitation competence and the insufficient level
of its formation in future social workers; between the significant potential of
professional training of future social workers for the development of their facilitation
competence and the insufficient use of resources and opportunities of the educational
process in modern universities; between the need for technological support for the
formation of facilitation competence of future social workers and the lack of
appropriate technology.

The object of the study is the process of forming facilitation competence in
future social workers during professional training.

The subject of the study is the technology for forming facilitation competence
in future social workers in the process of professional training.

The purpose of the study is to substantiate, develop, and experimentally verify
the effectiveness of the technology for forming facilitation competence in future

social workers during professional training.



Based on an aspectual analysis of the phenomenon of facilitation, the
dissertation identifies the main scientific directions for its study, including:
substantiation and development of the facilitation approach; determination of the
principles of facilitation; investigation of types of facilitation; clarification of
facilitation functions; study of facilitation in the context of facilitative interaction and
facilitative communication; analysis of facilitation processes and mechanisms
(facilitation support, facilitative assistance, facilitation management situations,
facilitative pedagogical actions); research on facilitation as a method for creating a
favorable socio-psychological climate, leadership, and partnership in higher education
institutions; study of facilitation as a technology; analysis of personal facilitation-
related characteristics (facilitation orientation, facilitation position, ability to provide
facilitative influence, facilitation skills, facilitation potential, facilitativeness); and
substantiation and development of the phenomenon of facilitation competence.

Based on the analysis of the semantic components of the basic phenomenon of
the study, which are the concepts of "facilitation", "competence" and "social worker",
the facilitation competence of the future social worker is defined as an integrated
professional and personal construct that ensures readiness for the -effective
implementation of the functionality associated with his facilitation interaction and
communication within the priority areas of social work.

The structure of the facilitation competence of a future social worker is
substantiated, which contains:

1) a motivational and axiological component based on a facilitation orientation
that integrates a value attitude towards facilitation activities, a facilitation position as
a synthesis of motives and needs, an attitude towards social interaction, cooperation
and communication on the basis of partnership;

2) cognitive-epistemological component, as a set of knowledge, concepts and
ideas: about the essence and structure of the phenomenon of facilitation; about the
mechanisms of implementation of perceptual, communicative, interactive aspects of

facilitation; about the stages of implementation of the facilitation process; about the



reflective and empathetic dimensions of facilitation; about the variety of forms,
methods and techniques of facilitation in the professional activities of the future social
worker;

3) praxeological-subjective component, as an integration of perceptual
(perception and understanding of communication partners); design-constructive
(ability to provide support and assistance, organize teamwork); communicative
(ability to organize partnership relations with subjects of a social worker's
professional activity, establish feedback with them); reflective-analytical (self-
interpretation and interpretation of another, the ability to see oneself "through the eyes
of a partner") skills necessary for the implementation of the social worker's
facilitation activities and the realization of his subjectivity.

Based on the defined structure of the facilitation competence of a future social
worker, a methodological research apparatus has been developed. The motivational
and axiological component of facilitation competence corresponds to the motivational
and value criterion, the indicators of which are a motivated, value-based attitude and
attitude towards facilitation activities. The cognitive-epistemological component of
facilitation competence corresponds to the knowledge-cognitive criterion, which is
reflected in the set of knowledge, concepts and ideas regarding the essence, forms,
methods and techniques of facilitation in the process of providing social services to
different segments of the population, the qualitative characteristics of which are:
diversity, articulation, flexibility, declarativeness, procedurality. The praxeological-
subjective component of facilitation competence and, accordingly, the operational-
activity criterion are represented by facilitation skills.

The specified criteria and indicators of the formation of facilitation competence
of a future social worker are presented in the dissertation according to certain levels.

A high level of facilitation competence is characterized by awareness of
motives, value-based attitude, and a stable attitude towards facilitation activities;
versatility, clarity, articulation, and declarativeness of knowledge regarding the

essence, forms, methods, and techniques of facilitation in the process of providing



social services; effectiveness of social-perceptive, reflective-analytical, and
empathetic skills; activity, initiative, and independence in implementing the
facilitation process.

The average level of facilitation competence is characterized by: insufficient
motivation, not fully conscious attitude, situational values in the context of facilitation
activities; insufficient knowledge about the essence and mechanisms of facilitation,
age and individual characteristics, about the principles and methods of organizing
facilitation communication and interaction; insufficient effectiveness of social-
perceptive, reflective-analytical, empathetic skills; unconscious, situational activity in
the implementation of the facilitation process.

A low level of development of facilitation competence is characterized by: an
unconscious, situational attitude towards facilitation activities, the absence or
insignificant expression of motives, needs for cooperation, interaction; knowledge is
practically absent or has a fragmentary, unconscious nature; lack of social-perceptive;
reflective-analytical, empathetic skills; passivity, lack of initiative in the
implementation of the facilitation process.

The dissertation substantiates, develops and experimentally proves the
effectiveness of the technology for forming the facilitation competence of a future
social worker, which includes:

— target component (a combination of the effective goal as the formation of
facilitation competence of a social worker in the process of professional training at the
university; and the procedural goal as the modeling of the facilitation context of the
professional training of a future social worker within the facilitation-oriented
educational environment of the university;

— conceptual basis (multi-approach synthesis of axiological, systemic, activity,
competence, facilitation, subjective, environmental, technological scientific
approaches; as well as strategic principles of the technology for forming facilitation
competence of future social workers (the principle of systematicity; the principle of

value orientation; the principle of absolutely positive relations between facilitation



subjects, based on congruence, trust, empathy; the principle of subject-activity
orientation; the principle of competence orientation; the principle of environmental
orientation; the principle of interdisciplinarity) and tactical principles of the
technology for forming facilitation competence of future social workers (the principle
of a collective subject as a common group identity, mutual involvement and
distribution of responsibility; the principle of modeling the facilitation context of the
content, forms and methods of professional training of the professional activity of a
future social worker; the principle of dialogization and polylogization of training; the
principle of task-situational saturation);

— the content part, as an integration of structural and dynamic processes and
constitutes a holistic experience of the facilitation vector of the professional activity
of a social worker, the assimilation of which occurs in the process of transformation
of motives and values, as well as qualitative changes in the cognitive-epistemological
and praxeological-subjective components of facilitation competence;

— the procedural part, as a certain sequence of stages of the technology for
forming facilitation competence of future social workers, namely: the first stage is
adaptive-technological, which coincides with the first year of study at a higher
education institution and is associated mainly with academic-type educational
activities; the second stage is imitation-technological (second and third year of study
at a higher education institution) with a priority on quasi-professional activities
related to the imitation of professional activities, in particular, its facilitation
component; the third stage is professional and technological (fourth year of study at a
higher education institution) with a priority on educational and professional activities.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that for the first time: the
essence and structure of the facilitation competence of a future social worker, which
contains motivational-value, cognitive-epistemological, and praxeological-subjective
components, have been determined; criteria (motivational-value, knowledge-
cognitive, operational-activity) indicators and levels (low, medium, high) of the

formation of facilitation competence of a future social worker are determined; the



technology for forming the facilitation competence of a future social worker in the
aggregate of its conceptual, substantive and procedural components and adaptation-
technological, imitation-technological and professional-technological stages has been
substantiated and developed; the meaning of the concepts of "facilitation",
"facilitation competence", "professional training of a social worker" has been
clarified; further development has been achieved by conceptual ideas of axiological,
systemic, activity, competence, facilitation, subject, environmental socio-cultural,
systemic, acmeological, activity, subject, environmental, technological scientific
approaches, on which the technology for forming the facilitation competence of a
future social worker is based; diagnostic tools for assessing the state of formation of
the facilitation competence of a future social worker; methods and forms of
professional training of a social worker at the university.

The practical significance of the results obtained lies in the readiness to
implement in the practice of higher education institutions a scientifically substantiated
and experimentally proven technology for the formation of facilitation competence of
a future social worker, which i1s implemented in the conditions of a facilitation
educational environment of higher education institutions. As part of the justification,
development, and verification of the technology based on the analysis of educational
programs, syllabi, and work programs of educational components in specialty
231 "Social Work", the facilitation potential of certain educational components was
determined. A socio-pedagogical toolkit of facilitation orientation has been developed,
which includes non-imitative (facilitation-oriented lecture); imitative game
(facilitation-type business game); imitative non-game (case-study, solving facilitation-
oriented problems); collective (structured discussion of the ORIP); individual
(reflective nature, directed "at oneself" and "at others"; facilitation cards) methods and
forms, as well as interactive techniques and tools ("Map-trapezoid", Five "P",
"Rules", "Key question", "Eisenhower Matrix", "Thinking-Doing Matrix", etc.). A
diagnostic toolkit has been developed to determine the level of development of

facilitation competence of future social workers, which contains both standardized



and original methods. The essence and stages of facilitation-oriented environment
formation have been determined.

The materials of the dissertation can be used in the process of developing
didactic-methodical and socio-pedagogical support of educational components in the
specialties 110 "Social work and counseling" / 231 "Social Work", namely:
"Pedagogy", "Interdisciplinary approach in social work", "History, theory and practice
of social work", "Social pedagogy", "Social work with persons who have been in
SJO", "Social work technologies"; in the process of completing master's theses;
within the framework of professional pre-higher education; in the work of the Center
for Veteran Development, as well as the Center for Psychological Recovery and
Adaptation Public Institution "Luhansk Taras Shevchenko National University".
