The dissertation is a historical and pedagogical research on the problems of
school and higher education in Ukraine in the context of the policy of political
repression (1920-1930).

The relevance of this dissertation research is due to the fact that revealing
the essence of the problems of school and higher education in Ukraine in 1920-
1930 in the context of political repression, demonstrates not only how it happened,
In particular in the educational process by pedagogical means, but what to avoid
and for what to counteract in modern Ukrainian education and society. This is due
to the modernization processes and challenges facing society today and due to the
socio-political situation in Ukraine and social contradictions between various
political forces and neighboring countries, especially the Russian Federation,
which affect the functioning of education at the regional and national levels,

creating the preconditions for the emergence of negative phenomena in education.



Such as harassment, bullying, the imposition of certain political views, ideologies,
discrimination, propaganda and agitation, which are unacceptable in the modern
education of an independent democracy.

And so, the scientific novelty of the study is that for the first time identified
a set of problems of school and higher education in the functioning of political
repression of the Soviet totalitarian system.

In particular, in the course of the research the peculiarity of the educational
process in educational institutions of Ukraine in the context of "fighting the
enemies of the nation™ was considered, the ideological and pedagogical component
of substantiation of repression of educators by means of propaganda and
accusations of the DPU-NKVD, specifics of political persecution and repression
concerning workers of school and higher education is defined.

In the course of the research the peculiarities of the functioning of higher
and school education in the conditions of political repression are specified.

The practical significance of the research results is that conclusions and
materials of the research can be aimed at improving the content and organization of
the educational process in higher and secondary educational institutions of
Ukraine, to combat various forms and manifestations of violence, discrimination
and persecution.

The actual historical and pedagogical material, theoretical provisions and
conclusions of the dissertation research can be used during the preparation and
teaching of pedagogical training courses in general pedagogy, history of pedagogy,
when writing term papers, dissertations, master's theses; further scientific research
on the history of pedagogy and compiling textbooks and manuals on the history of
pedagogy.

The methodological basis of the research were the provisions of
paradigmatic, microhistorical, psychohistorical, hermeneutic and system-
chronological approaches, which interacted and accorded with each other. In
addition, general scientific principles, such as objectivity, historicism, problem-

chronological, multifactorial, served as certain methodological guidelines. This



made it possible to use a set of interrelated methods, both general and special
historical and interdisciplinary, to achieve the stated goal and fulfill the objectives
of the research, in particular: theoretical historical and pedagogical analysis,
content analysis, method of analogy, method of historical modeling, method of
generalization and comparative method, metabiographical method.

The research found that the historiography of the problems of school and
higher education in Ukraine in the context of political repression in the 1920s and
1930s includes three periods that characterize the changes in the manifestation of
scientific and practical interest in this topic. These periods have their own
chronological boundaries and certain ideological stereotypes. The first period, the
Soviet period (1920-1991), is characterized by uniformity of approaches and the
dominance of one methodological basis - Marxism-Leninism, where a little biased
coverage of the development of school and higher education in Ukraine in the
1920s and 1930s hardly touches on the problems of education in the context of
political repression. During the second period, the Ukrainian period (1991-2021),
many little-studied problems are revealed, and various historiographical
assessments are reconsidered. At the same time, there is a certain emotionality and
imitation of Western methodology and scientific approaches in the research of
complex socio-political processes of the 1920s and 1930s in the education of
Ukraine, including the issue of political repression in the education system. The
third period, Ukrainian emigration and foreign researchers (1920-2021), is
characterized by the development of a methodological framework devoid of Soviet
ideological influence. The existing works were based on a certain emotionality and
subjectivity in the interpretation of the processes that took place in the education of
the Soviet totalitarian system.

At the same time, it should be noted that rethinking the conceptual
foundations of historiography, there is a lack of comprehensive research on this
topic, the available work concerned mainly political repression or the develop ment
of education and its difficulties in the general context or at the regional level,

bypassing the coverage of the problems of school and higher education in Ukraine



in the context of political repression. Also, as a result of a thorough analysis of the
source base of the research, a number of groups of sources were identified,
including previously little studied or unavailable, which provided a sufficient basis
for the implementation of research objectives.

The problems of school and higher education in Ukraine in the 1920s and
1930s were studied in the socio-historical context, which was considered as a set of
socio-political and socio-economic conditions that determined its purpose,
objectives, nature and features. It was found that the development of education was
due to both economic factors in the development of the national economy and the
formation of a political totalitarian regime.

It has been established that the state policy in the field of education was
aimed at ensuring compulsory general secondary education, and this is confirmed
by the adopted normative legal acts. At the same time, education served as a
convenient political and ideological tool of the then Soviet government, which led
to excessive centralization of the educational process and, accordingly, political
persecution and repression against the dissatisfied or those who were not satisfied
with the totalitarian regime.

The peculiarities of the organization of the educational process and the
ideological and methodological model of the development of school and higher
education were clarified. They went through a special path of formation from the
search for effective educational methods and the coexistence of different
methodological directions in the 1920s to the adoption of the only Marxist theory
of education combined with the theory of class struggle. This was realized on the
background of political repression and propaganda through the media and the
educational process. In particular, it clearly demonstrates the content of curricula
and programs, textbooks, manuals and other publications.

The research reveals the essence of political repression of teachers as an
important socio-professional group of the population of Soviet society, based on
the research of archival and criminal cases and other documents of the 1920s and

1930s. The analyzed sources allowed to prove the absurdity and criminality of the



Soviet government against the repressed and to reveal the substantive features of
the accusations, which differed at different times. If in the 1920s the accusations
were mainly related to military service and the so-called "royal” or "bourgeois"
education, over time the emphasis shifted to non-proletarian social origins or
nationalism, then in the 1930s there were expansion accusations, in particular of

Trotskyism, which since the mid-1930s has sometimes merged with Ukrainian or

Polish nationalism.

The research describes the main methods of political repression, including
the method of creating non-existent “counter-revolutionary organizations™ and the
method of demonstrative trials, which clearly demonstrated to society the
"inevitability” of the NKVD's struggle against “enemies of the nation." In addition,
there are more lenient methods of repression, such as the method of "cleansing™ of
social origin, political persecution and psychological and propaganda pressure
through the media or speeches, rallies or meetings, pedagogical certification of
teachers or deportation of teachers abroad.

The obtained results of the research provided grounds for determining a
certain range of problems of higher and school education in Ukraine in the
conditions of political repressions in 1920-1930. In particular, these are:

1) Ideological domination and overload of the socio-political component of
the educational process in educational institutions;

2) Excessive politicization and high ideological requirements for the content
of educational and teaching-methodological support of the educational
process of higher and school education in Ukraine;

3) Propaganda of "struggle against the enemies of the people", in particular
with the church, "kulaks", "Trotskyists", in socio-political, branch, profile
and children's mass media, in educational and educational-methodical
literature;

4) Harassment of so-called "enemies of the nation™ in educational institutions
and in society at a personalized level, through the media, rallies, public

condemnation, including with the participation of student youth;



5) Political distrust of educators as representatives of the intelligentsia on the

part of the Soviet government and the party nomenclature;

6) Spreading denunciations and mistrust of each other among students and
teachers;
7) Withdrawal of pedagogical workers from the educational process through

the use of various methods and means of political repression;

8) Use of pedagogical and teaching activities as proof of guilt;
9) Decreased quality of education due to lack of professionally experienced
teachers.

These problems in the context of political repression were caused both by
repression and by the state policy and ideology of the Soviet government, which it
carried out.

The research does not cover all aspects of the dissertation problem, which
should be further focused on, including determining the number of repressed
educators and systematization and analysis of cases of falsification by the DPU-
2NKVD, clarifying the impact of political repression on the education system of
the USSR in this period.
