The dissertation is devoted to the problem of forming the social and
psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform
assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war.

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the topic, defines the aim,
object, subject, task; research methods and hypothesis are presented; the theoretical
foundations are disclosed, the scientific novelty and practical significance of the
dissertation are highlighted; information about the testing and implementation of the
obtained results 1s provided.

The expediency of solving the mentioned problem is connected with the need
to resolve the contradictions between: the need of the Ukrainian state and society for
protection in the conditions of a hybrid war, which combines military and
informational and psychological aggression, and the social and psychological
unpreparedness of the servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to effectively
oppose negative informational and psychological effects of the enemy on personnel
and the population during the performance of assigned tasks; the necessity of
forming the socio-psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war and the lack of
development of the theoretical and practical foundations of this process in the system
of professional training; the significant potential and experience of higher education
institutions regarding the formation of social and psychological readiness of future
specialists in the field of social work and the lack of specially created pedagogical
conditions for the formation of social and psychological readiness of servicemen of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid
war.

The object of the study is the process of forming the social and psychological
readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform the assigned

tasks in the conditions of hybrid war.



The subject of the study is the pedagogical conditions for the formation of
social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war.

The aim of the study is to develop, theoretically substantiate and
experimentally verify the effectiveness of pedagogical conditions for the formation
of social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine
to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war.

The theoretical analysis of the problem of the formation of the social and
psychological readiness of the servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to
perform assigned tasks in the conditions of a hybrid war has shown that a hybrid war
is a form of conflict in which various methods and approaches are combined,
including military, political, informational, economic and cybernetic ones. , in order
to achieve the enemy's strategic goals.

The peculiarities of the hybrid war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine,
starting from 2014, consist in the combination of mainly military and informational
and psychological means with the aim of having a destructive effect on all spheres
of public life — political, economic, social, cultural; damage to the mass and
individual consciousness of the population, transformation of value orientations,
attitudes, motives, needs, behaviour and activities of the individual; the destruction
of Ukraine as a state and a nation.

Therefore, there is a need to form social and psychological readiness of
servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the
conditions of hybrid war, which is an understudied problem at the theoretical and
practical levels.

The generalization of foreign experience in the formation of the social and
psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces to perform assigned
tasks (USA, Great Britain, Germany, Norway, France) has shown that the issues of
social and psychological training of servicemen of the armed forces of NATO

countries are key in the general system of professional training of servicemen,



however, it does not take into account the peculiarities of modern hybrid wars due
to the lack of experience in conducting such wars.

On the basis of an interdisciplinary analysis of scientific literature on social
work / social pedagogy, pedagogy, psychology, sociology, military science, national
security, the concept of social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks, which is formulated as a
psychological state and the result of professional training, is defined. The concept
consists in the ability to effectively perform professional tasks based on the possession
of a system of socio-psychological values, knowledge, abilities, skills, individual-
psychological qualities in compliance with ethical standards of military activity.

The structure of the social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of a hybrid war
is represented by a set of four components: axiological (a set of values, value
orientations, attitudes, motives, needs based on patriotism, intransigence with the
enemy, the desire to perform as effectively as possible task by appointment with the
aim of defeating the enemy); information-cognitive (thorough socio-psychological
knowledge; understanding of socio-psychological aspects of professional activity,
the ability to effectively use information resources and analyse the received
information in conditions of information aggression); individual-psychological
(ability to manage stress and emotions in extraordinary conditions; possess skills of
reflection, self-regulation, relaxation, adaptation to unpredictable situations);
behavioural (ability to clearly perform assigned tasks based on socio-psychological
experience, analyse and assess situations, make informed decisions and act under
limited time conditions, carry out effective communication with command,
personnel, partners, civilian population).

Taking into account the theoretical foundations of the study, the essence and
structure of the social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war, the

following criteria for its formation are determined: motivational-value,



informational-cognitive, reflexive-active; the levels of formation of social and
psychological readiness of servicemen are established: high, medium, low.

Taking into account the theoretical foundations of the research, the results of
the ascertaining stage of the experiment, the effectiveness of pedagogical conditions
for the formation of social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war is
determined, substantiated and experimentally verified: the formation of patriotism
as the foundation of a system of values, value orientations, attitudes, motives, needs,
aimed at the most effective performance of assigned tasks with the aim of defeating
the enemy; directing the content of professional training to the formation of media
competence among military personnel as an effective means of counteracting the
informational and psychological influence of the enemy on the personnel of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine and the population during the performance of assigned
tasks; socio-psychological orientation of practical training of servicemen of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine as a guarantee of effective performance of assigned tasks
on the basis of socio-psychological experience, knowledge, abilities and skills.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results is that:

for the first time, the pedagogical conditions for the formation of social and
psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform
assigned tasks in the conditions of a hybrid war have been scientifically
substantiated: the formation of patriotism as the foundation of a system of values,
value orientations, attitudes, motives, needs, aimed at the most effective
performance of assigned tasks with the aim of defeating the enemy; directing the
content of professional training to the formation of media competence among
military personnel as an effective means of countering the informational and
psychological influence of the enemy on the personnel of the Armed Forces and the
population during the performance of assigned tasks; socio-psychological

orientation of practical training of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine as a



guarantee of effective performance of assigned tasks on the basis of socio-
psychological experience, knowledge, abilities and skills;

scientific ideas about the essence and content of professional socio-
psychological training of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine in the
conditions of hybrid war have gained further development,

the content, forms and methods of professional training of servicemen of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine have been improved, the diagnostic toolkit for determining
the levels of social and psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine to perform assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war.

The practical significance of the results of the study lies in the readiness to
introduce into the practice of higher education institutions scientifically based and
experimentally verified pedagogical conditions for the formation of social and
psychological readiness of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to perform
assigned tasks in the conditions of hybrid war, as well as scientific and methodological
support developed in their boundaries, namely: content and technologies of
professional training of higher education applicants, aimed at forming social and
psychological readiness for professional activity in the social sphere; various forms
of non-formal education and socially active activities - master class "Historical
symbols and national pride", military sports competition "Combat marathon —
Ukrainian steel", round table "Media competence in the life of military personnel",
social projects "Partnership for media literacy: students- servicemen and journalists",
"Warriors in white coats: medical assistance for refugees", "Care for veterans", social
forums "Youth for peace and security: together for a better future", "Veterans Day: a
bridge of generations", environmental campaign "Clean front" and others.

Research materials can be used in the process of professional training and
professional activity of servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine; in the
development of educational and methodological support for the professional training

of future social workers, social pedagogues, psychologists.
