ABSTRACT

The dissertation is one of the first comprehensive scientific studies devoted to
the theoretical-methodological, legal, and practical aspects of examining Ukraine’s
defence potential under conditions of armed aggression.

A thorough analysis of the state of scientific development and the source base
concerning the problem of the transformation of Ukraine’s defence potential
indicates the growing relevance of this topic after 2022 and the expansion of the
scientific research field, which has led to understanding defence potential as an
integrated politico-social construct. The source base of the study is comprehensive,
representative, and multifaceted; however, it remains fragmentary, particularly in
aspects related to integrating institutional, resource, and socio-humanitarian
components into a single systemic model. The necessity of developing a holistic
theoretical-methodological model capable of reflecting the dynamics and strategic
guidelines of the transformation of Ukraine’s defence potential under conditions of
martial law is emphasised.

Particular attention is paid to the formation of a conceptual apparatus that
encompasses the notions of power, might, defence capability, defence sufficiency,
defence capacity, defence consciousness, defence policy, and national security. It
has been established that these components are interrelated and integrated into a
single system capable of effectively responding to the challenges of modern warfare.
Their study makes it possible to formulate a multi-level analytical framework
encompassing political, legal, military, economic, social, humanitarian,

technological, and moral-ethical components of defence potential.



An original definition of defence potential is proposed as the state’s capacity to
ensure the protection and defence of its sovereignty, to maintain a high level of
mobilisation and national cohesion based on collective consciousness oriented
towards ideas of development and self-preservation. Defence potential constitutes
the aggregate of material, technical, organisational, intellectual, and spiritual
resources of the state, society, and the Armed Forces, which, under conditions of full
or partial mobilisation, guarantee national security and ensure resilience in situations
of armed aggression or other crisis threats.

The methodological basis for the study of transformational processes in the
sphere of defence is a combination of realist, liberal, and constructivist paradigms.
The comprehensive application of systemic, processual, institutional, structural-
functional, and situational approaches ensures the completeness of the analysis.

The essence and structural-functional characteristics of the architecture of
Ukraine’s defence potential as a multi-level system, which constitutes the normative,
organisational, and functional basis of national security and defence policy, are
revealed. Key factors of the effectiveness of defence potential are analysed, in
particular, the capacity for centralised planning, interagency coordination, and rapid
adaptation under conditions of a dynamic security environment. Special attention is
focused on the integration of state institutions, military structures, and non-military
components of the security sector into a single security framework, as well as on the
state’s mobilisation capacity as an indicator of the flexibility of institutional
architecture.

The role of political and military leadership, which determines the possibilities
of strategic management of the defence sector, ensures the consolidation of society
around national goals, and contributes to the effective mobilisation of resources, is
highlighted. Socio-humanitarian factors are examined, including patriotic education,
the formation of national identity, the development of critical thinking, and media
literacy, which create the value-based foundation of defence potential and the state’s
resilience to external threats. Special attention is given to the role of the volunteer

movement as a unique element of Ukraine’s defence potential, performing functions



of material and technical support, informational counteraction, and moral-
psychological assistance. The significance of the economic component of defence
potential is substantiated through the analysis of financial, production-technological,
and agricultural sectors, which form the resource base of the security and defence
sector and ensure the resilience of the state under wartime conditions. Emphasis is
placed on the interconnection between economic stability, state regulation of the
economy, budget redistribution, and the state’s defence capacity.

It is emphasised that transformational processes are taking place under
conditions of large-scale armed aggression and are aimed at shaping a model of total
defence based on the mobilisation of state and societal resources.

It is substantiated that Ukraine’s defence potential functions as an integral and
multidimensional system that integrates governmental, military, economic, and
societal elements and is capable of rapid adaptation and strategic integration under
conditions of armed aggression. Such an approach ensures a high level of state
resilience, preservation of its sovereignty, and creates prerequisites for Ukraine’s
integration into the collective security system of the democratic world.

A comprehensive analysis of contemporary challenges has made it possible to
identify external and internal factors determining the transformation of Ukraine’s
defence potential. External threats include geopolitical instability, Russia’s armed
aggression, the erosion of international law, technological changes, the
intensification of hybrid and information warfare, as well as the security
requirements of Euro-Atlantic integration in the absence of guarantees from NATO
and the EU. Internal constraining factors include political instability, corruption,
personnel issues, social tension, demographic crisis, technological backwardness,
and vulnerability to information threats. This determines the necessity of developing
a self-sufficient defence model, enhancing the integration of the security sector, and
strengthening partnerships with international allies.

The dissertation analyses the multidimensional mechanism of transforming
Ukraine’s defence potential, encompassing institutional-organisational, legal,

resource-management, socio-humanitarian, and technological components. It is



determined that the essence of the transformation lies in the structural reorganisation
of the security and defence sector, the implementation of strategic management and
defence planning, the development of digitalisation, the modernisation of weaponry,
and integration into NATO security structures.

Special attention is devoted to innovative directions, including artificial
intelligence, unmanned systems, cybersecurity, and Big Data technologies, which
significantly enhance the state’s defence capacity. The role of democratic civilian
control over the security and defence sector is highlighted, implemented through
parliamentary, governmental, and public oversight, the development of civil-
military cooperation systems, and anti-corruption monitoring. This creates a
foundation for the legitimacy and transparency of the defence sector’s activities,
which is critically important for the sustainable development of the state.

The results obtained are of both theoretical and practical significance for
Improving state policy in the sphere of security and defence, developing strategic
documents, and enhancing Ukraine’s institutional capacity to counter armed
aggression and ensure its sovereignty and territorial integrity.
