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ABSTRACT

The dissertation presents one of the first comprehensive, interdisciplinary
studies that offers an in-depth analysis of separatism as an integrated socio-political
technology aimed at undermining national security, legitimizing occupation, and
destabilizing state institutions under conditions of hybrid warfare. From the early
years after the collapse of the USSR, Ukrainian separatism moved beyond latent
“centrifugal” tendencies and gradually took shape as an externally steered technology
of political pressure. An early telling signal was the protracted dispute over the
division of the Black Sea Fleet and the legal status of Sevastopol: the Russian
authorities instrumentalized naval infrastructure to construct a pro-Russian political-
information environment on the peninsula and to build a local “architecture of
loyalty.” A further “rehearsal” was the Tuzla Island crisis of autumn 2003, when
attempts to blur the border by force, media hysteria, and legal manipulation
demonstrated the Kremlin’s readiness to reformat the space of Ukrainian sovereignty

under the guise of “settling disputes.”

Given that the logic of “creative disintegration,” tested in Sevastopol, Tuzla,
Crimea, and Donbas, is increasingly treated by authoritarian regimes as a universal
geopolitical tool, there is a critical need for a systematic, interdisciplinary analysis of
separatism—not as a localist protest but as an integrated technology of external
aggression. Such a study should, first, ensure the development of an effective national
security system and the preservation of Ukraine’s territorial integrity, and, second,
modernize European and global strategies of prevention and deterrence capable of
neutralizing the repeated deployment of separatist scenarios in socially and culturally

fragmented regions.



The annexation of Crimea in 2014 and the deployment of the quasi-republics
“DPR/LPR” ultimately confirmed that separatism functions as a deliberate socio-
political technology of hybrid aggression in which coercive pressure, information-
cognitive operations, and legal inversion act synchronously. The full-scale invasion
of the Russian Federation in 2022 transformed this model from a tool of point
destabilization into a multi-vector system capable of legitimizing occupation,
radicalizing public opinion, and simultaneously exposing structural weaknesses in
international security mechanisms. In the context of the future development of

Ukrainian political theory and practice, this research attains particular relevance.

The study of separatism as a multidimensional phenomenon amid Russia’s
hybrid war against Ukraine is grounded in an interdisciplinary approach that
combines political science, sociology, information security, cognitive studies, media
studies, and military strategy. The methodological framework is built on the premise
that contemporary separatism is an instrumentally engineered phenomenon aimed at

transforming public consciousness and political identity.

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the topic, outlines the aim and
objectives, defines the object and subject of research, formulates the scholarly
novelty, describes the methodological foundations, emphasizes the theoretical and
practical significance of the results obtained, provides information on prior

approbation, and presents the structure of the work.

Chapter One, “Separatism as a Socio-Political Phenomenon: Conceptual and
Theoretical Approaches,” offers a multi-faceted reconstruction of the conceptual field
of separatism, its social determinants, and its ideological matrix; traces the historical
evolution of the term “separatism” from religious nonconformism in early modern
Europe to contemporary politico-territorial movements; proposes an operational
typology of separatism based on a critical review of classical and neo-classical
theories; demonstrates that separatism functions as a “thin-centered” ideology; and

distinguishes its radical and moderate wings.

Chapter Two, “Social Fragmentation as a Space for the Social Engineering of

Separatism,” notes that separatism in Ukraine forms at the intersection of historical



asymmetries, regulatory gaps, and targeted external influences, with its driving force
being marginalized groups integrated into criminal-information networks.
Overcoming this multidimensional vulnerability requires synchronizing security,
humanitarian, and socio-economic policies; harmonizing language and ethnonational
legislation; institutionally including minorities and veterans; de-criminalizing

regional economies; and systematically monitoring “fragile segments.”

Chapter Three, “Separatism as a Product of Information Programming of Public
Consciousness under Hybrid War,” argues that in the 21st century separatism is,
above all, a technology for constructing an alternative reality in which values, facts,
and emotions are smelted into a sense of “natural belonging” to another political
space. The Ukrainian case teaches that whoever controls the cognitive perimeter gains
the advantage even before the first shot is fired. The defense of territorial integrity
begins with the defense of the semiotic space—and only a synergy of security,
educational, technological, and cultural instruments can break the chain whereby an

informational spark turns into the fire of armed division.

Chapter Four, “Separatist Projects as the Legitimation of Occupation,”
concludes that the “Crimean scenario” served as the model for rapid territorial seizure.
It also identifies the construction of a quasi-power model as an “imitation state” in the
Donbas region. Occupation administrations in Donbas are instruments of managed
chaos that turn the territory into a source of political blackmail and criminal rent while
minimizing diplomatic risks for the Kremlin. For Ukraine, this implies the need for a
multi-level counter-strategy: simultaneously restoring information sovereignty,
dismantling financial flows feeding the security structures of the quasi-republics, and
establishing fast-acting international mechanisms for sanctions and criminal
prosecution. Only by synchronizing efforts in the military, legal, economic, and
cognitive domains can the architecture of hybrid occupation be dismantled and

control restored not only over territory but also over the future of its inhabitants.
The conclusions summarize the main results of the research.

The study seeks a holistic understanding of separatism not only as a political

practice but also as a technologized instrument of external destabilization aimed at



undermining state unity, eroding institutional resilience, and forming alternative

identities.

It is demonstrated that the conceptual evolution of the phenomenon consists in
a shift of emphasis from internal crises of identity and uneven resource distribution to
the high-tech exploitation of these crises by external actors, which transforms
separatism from a “centrifugal tendency” into a universal instrument for destroying

state sovereignty and regional security.

The evolution of the phenomenon shows that contemporary separatism can
operate simultaneously on local, national, and international levels and thus is
transformed from a local protest into a stable act of the political system—capable not
only of challenging the integrity of the state but also of producing alternative legal
and administrative orders that complicate conflict settlement in a globalized and

mediatized environment.

Separatism appears as a “thin-centered” ideology—not merely a slogan of
secession but a semantic matrix that combines the norm of self-determination, a
narrative of historical trauma, and the image of a “foreign” state; through cognitive
framing, symbolic infrastructure, and the activity of elites/media it turns individual
discontent into a collective “mission,” capable of legitimizing risky and even violent

behavior while synthesizing both left- and right-wing motifs.

The leading social and cultural determinants of the fragmentation of Ukraine’s
national space emerge at the intersection of several long waves: the Soviet legacy of
assimilation policy, regional-structural inequalities, and competing models of

collective identity.

The “fifth column” in Ukraine is not a set of disparate pro-Russian actors but a
multilayered infrastructure in which language (the discourse of “protecting Russian-
speakers”), religion (the Russian Orthodox Church), ideological networks (“Russkiy
Mir”), and identification practices mutually reinforce one another, creating alternative
loyalties and lowering moral inhibitions against separatism. Taken together, these
vectors form a mobilizable cognitive field that converts latent heterogeneity into open
political cleavage; therefore, their identification, neutralization, and replacement via



systemic state language, religious, and humanitarian policy is key to national

resilience and countering hybrid threats.

The identification of “fragile social segments”—veterans lacking adequate
support, internally displaced persons, youth with a deficit of civic identity, residents
of depressed regions, marginalized groups, carriers of rudimentary “Sovietness,”
certain compact minorities, and religious communities with external affiliations—and
the analysis of their institutionalization through agent and criminalized networks have
revealed a deliberately engineered mechanism of external influence. Four interlinked
channels of this mechanism are identified (economic co-optation, social patronage,
information legitimation, escalatory militarization), along with applied
countermeasures: narrowing the recruitment pool through rehabilitation/support and
integration programs, disrupting financial-logistical chains, and criminally

prosecuting agent structures.

The described mechanisms of cognitive programming constitute a multi-level
system: big-data targeting by psychographic profiles, micro-anchors/“crypto-inserts,”
and cascading distribution via bot networks, pseudo-experts, and controlled media.
Parallel “cultural firmware” and deepfake/Al content intensify emotional
identification, cause concept inversion (‘“occupation” — “liberation”), and
delegitimize the state. Effective counteraction requires pre-bunking, OSINT audits of
anchors, breaking cascading distribution chains, and mass media literacy that restores

audience agency and refocuses it on the national narrative.

The contemporary Russian information campaign builds a “trust conveyor”:
thematic media pools generate a continuous stream of alarmist stories that bot
networks massively amplify on social media, while recommendation algorithms lock
users in resonance chambers; in parallel, pseudo-cultural formats and troll factories
emotionally “stitch” the narrative and smother refutations with a “firehose of
falsehood.” Through mirror domains, cross-platform reposts, and multichannel
repetition from ostensibly independent sources, a cumulative effect of plausibility

emerges in which the separatist idea appears “obvious” and “majority-endorsed.”

Assessing the impact of digital platforms has revealed their system-forming



role in destabilization: Telegram, VK, Facebook, and coordinated bot networks use
algorithmic targeting to isolate frustrated audiences in “bubbles,” moving them up F.
Moghaddam’s staircase from feelings of humiliation to legitimizing violence, while
troll factories, mirror sites, and proxy channels maintain a continuous “firechose” of
disinformation. This produced local “information enclaves” from which resources
were recruited for pro-Russian formations; thus, radical polarization induced by social
media became a key precondition for hybrid invasion and necessitates systematic

monitoring, rapid damping of bot “spikes,” and comprehensive media literacy.

The “Crimean scenario” is a three-phase technology—seize—legalise—
consolidate—based on years of agent and psychological preparation, covert forcible
entry under the “umbrella” of the Black Sea Fleet of the Russian Federation, legal
simulation (pseudo-norms, “referendum’), and massive information-psychological
operations reinforced by cyber-attacks and resource blackmail. The model is effective
only when internal supports exist (infiltrated institutions, bases, loyal elites); without
them it degrades into a protracted low-intensity conflict, as in Donbas or Transnistria.
Counteraction requires doctrinalizing the “gray zone,” building internal counter-
infrastructure, ensuring legal, cyber, and resource resilience, pre-agreed sanctions
packages, and monitoring early indicators (narrative synchronization, pseudo-polls,

anomalous rotations, “unmarked” formations, procedural attacks).

The DNR/LNR exemplify an “imitation state”: after the pseudo-referendum of
11 May 2014, a decorative facade was assembled (“constitutions,” “councils,”
symbols, non-competitive “elections”), while real control over security and financial
flows is exercised from the Russian command-and-control center in Rostov-on-Don.
Financing through Russian transfers and smuggling, the security backbone of the
MGB with FSB officers and local criminal networks, and media clusters provide a
self-sufficient shell. As a result, the quasi-republics keep Ukraine in a state of
permanent security crisis, give Moscow leverage in negotiations, serve as a testing
ground for hybrid methods, and create legal ambivalence that masks the occupying

state’s responsibility.

The practical value of the results obtained is determined by their novelty and



relevance; they are suitable for use in research and in the educational process.

The practical dimension of the dissertation is the development of a multi-level
counteraction model that synchronizes: preventive cyber defense (early detection of
networked influence structures, indicators of coordinated inauthentic behavior),
diversification of critical resources (to reduce regions’ vulnerability to external
manipulation), reactive sanctions mechanisms (to shrink the resource base of quasi-
institutions), anti-corruption monitoring (as a tool to strengthen institutional
resilience), development of civil-military cooperation, and humanitarian programs for
the reintegration of de-occupied territories. The provisions developed are applicable
in the National Security and Defense Council of Ukraine, the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, the Ministry of Culture and Information Policy, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Ukraine, regional military administrations, and civil society
organizations—for planning information and cognitive defense, countering

networked channels of disruption, and building social cohesion programs.
