The relevance of the study is o0ycioBnena by the fact that under conditions of
increasing turbulence within the political space, armed violence acquires the status
of a structure-forming environment of the political process, determining the
parameters of the political agenda, narrowing the range of alternatives, and
transforming the logic, mechanisms, and implementation of political decisions.
Armed escalation shifts political choice into a crisis-management mode
characterized by radical uncertainty, acute time constraints, and a high cost of
error, which substantially limits the explanatory capacity of classical rational
choice models. The topicality of the issue is further reinforced by the protracted
nature of the Russian—Ukrainian war, within the context of which analyzing the
impact of armed violence on political decision-making is essential for the scholarly
understanding of the risk-prone nature of wartime policy-making and for
substantiating mechanisms for preserving governability and the legitimacy of state
power.

The object of the study is armed violence as a coercive factor influencing the
processes of formulation, adoption, and implementation of political decisions. The

subject of the study comprises the institutional, procedural, actor-based, and



cognitive—communicative mechanisms through which armed violence affects
political decision-making.

The aim of the dissertation is to provide a theoretical and methodological
substantiation of armed violence as a political phenomenon and to identify the
regularities and mechanisms of its influence on the logic, procedures, and
effectiveness of political decision-making. In accordance with this aim, the study
sets the following objectives: to determine the theoretical and methodological
foundations for analyzing armed violence as a political phenomenon; to
conceptualize armed violence as a structurally determinative environment and a
situationally conditioned factor in political decision-making; to define the essence
of political decision-making under the influence of coercive force; to characterize
the factors and principles of political decision-making under conditions of armed
violence, taking into account the logic of securitization and bounded rationality; to
analyze armed violence in terms of its impact on the political decision-making
process and the determination of its basic principles; to reveal institutional and
procedural mechanisms, systemic risks, and threats of executive dominance in
political decision-making; to substantiate the actor configuration of political
decision formation under martial law; and to analyze the role of digital platforms,
as well as the influence of information manipulation and the post-truth
environment on political decisions, their legitimation, and effectiveness.

The theoretical and methodological framework of the study is grounded in the
provisions of neorealism, constructivism, and critical political theory, combined
with institutional and structural-functional approaches, as well as analytical
frameworks of securitization, threat theory, political psychology, and the concept
of bounded rationality. The application of systemic, comparative-political,
institutional — procedural methods, the actor-based approach, and case studies
ensured a comprehensive analysis of the impact of armed violence on political
decision-making mechanisms, made it possible to identify their institutional

conditionality, actor configuration, and procedural dynamics, and facilitated the



integration of theoretical propositions with an empirical analysis of Ukraine’s
military-political experience.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the conceptualization of armed
violence as a structure-forming environment for political decision-making and as a
situationally conditioned catalyst of political change, the consequences of which
depend on the type of armed conflict and the quality of political decisions; in
refining the understanding of political decision-making under armed violence as a
crisis-driven and existential mechanism formed within a coercively narrowed field
of alternatives in accordance with the logic of securitization; in substantiating a
model of the impact of armed violence on political decision-making that defines
the parameters of permissibility, legitimacy, and the tempo of political choice; in
revealing decision-making as a continuous adaptive process operating under
conditions of minimally sufficient rationality and combining institutional,
cognitive, and psychological factors; in substantiating the systemic nature of
political decision-making risk in wartime as an immanent property of the decision-
making process itself; in developing an integrated typology of political decision
risks under martial law; and in deepening the understanding of the informational
and digital dimensions of war as structural factors of political decision-making,
particularly through the concepts of digital violence and the post-truth
environment, which modify rationality, legitimacy, and the temporal horizons of
political choice.

The theoretical significance of the dissertation lies in systematizing and
deepening conceptions of armed violence not only as an instrument of coercive
influence but also as an environment within which political decisions are formed
and adopted. The study expands theoretical approaches to the analysis of decision-
making under conditions of armed violence by revealing its specificity through the
prism of bounded rationality, securitization, and the high risk-generating nature of
political choice.

The practical significance of the research consists in the potential application



of its findings by public authorities of Ukraine to improve procedures for the
preparation and adoption of political decisions in the fields of national security,
defense, and crisis response, both under martial law and preventively in the
presence of armed threats. The dissertation materials may also be used for the
development of political risk assessment tools and scenario analysis, in educational
processes in political science, political decision theory, and security studies, as
well as in the

analytical activities of expert and policy research centers.

The dissertation is structured into three chapters, which consistently analyze
armed violence as a factor influencing political decision-making, the institutional
and communicative mechanisms of their formation and implementation, and the
role of actor interaction, digital platforms, and information manipulation under
wartime conditions. The Ukrainian experience serves as the empirical basis of the
study.

The contemporary theoretical and methodological apparatus for the study of
armed violence in the sphere of political decision-making is formed at the
intersection of political theories of violence, security studies, institutional analysis,
securitization approaches, and the concept of bounded rationality. The
systematization of these approaches makes it possible to substantiate armed
violence as a multifunctional factor of politics, employed to achieve both foreign
and domestic policy objectives and influencing the parameters of the political
agenda, power configuration, and political decision-making mechanisms. Armed
violence is interpreted as a persistent factor of political development that combines
destructive and constitutive functions and acts as a mechanism for the re-
foundation of political order in processes of state-building, political system
transformation, and the realization of strategic interests.

A political decision is defined as the basic mechanism of the materialization
of power and a key instrument for steering the political process, through which

strategic choice, resource allocation, and the institutional consolidation of power



relations are carried out. Under conditions of armed violence, political decision-
making acquires a crisis-driven and existential character, is formed within a
coercively narrowed field of alternatives, and is subordinated to security priorities.
It is threat-oriented and based predominantly on political actors’ subjective
perceptions of danger, which determines its reactive nature, accelerated tempo, and
heightened risk propensity. The coercive factor transforms the logic of decision-
making rationality, strengthens the role of the subjective factor and the
mobilizational function of the state, while simultaneously modifying procedural
standards and communicative practices.

Empirically, it 1s demonstrated that armed violence leads to the securitization
of the political decision-making process, manifested in the centralization of
governance, the strengthening of executive power, reduced transparency, and the
narrowing of democratic procedures. It is emphasized that in democratic regimes
these shifts occur within formally preserved institutional frameworks, whereas in
authoritarian and hybrid systems they are accompanied by the personalization of
power and the intensification of informal coercive influences.

It is established that under conditions of armed violence, political decision-
making follows the logic of bounded rationality and assumes the form of
minimally sufficient decisions aimed at maintaining governability, stability, and
control, while risk emerges as an immanent systemic characteristic of this process.
This risk 1s formed at the intersection of objective threats and the cognitive
limitations of political actors and results in the loss of linearity of the classical
rational choice model and the transition to an adaptive crisis-management mode.

It is substantiated that political decisions under wartime conditions are the
result of interaction among multiple actors possessing different resources of
influence, institutional powers, and constraints. The actor-based approach made it
possible to identify a shift in the center of decision-making toward the coordination
of political, military-security, diplomatic, and civic components, as well as the

combination of formalized procedures with informal practices, which directly



determines the operationality, legitimacy, and effectiveness of political decisions.

It is established that the informational and digital environment constitutes a
significant resource in political decision-making, which under conditions of armed
conflict substantially alters the configuration of influences and the parameters of
political choice. Digital platforms, algorithmic technologies, and information
manipulation affect the formation of the political agenda, the pace of decision-
making, and the boundaries of political permissibility. It is shown that in a post-
truth environment the informational dimension transforms the parameters of
political rationality, shifting it from expert-analytical logic toward the management
of
expectations, risks, and the acceptability of decisions. As a result, information
manipulation directly influences the formation of a state’s survival policy and
determines the possibilities for its institutional recovery, including the restoration
of governability, legitimacy, and the functional capacity of key state institutions.

Summarizing the findings, the study concludes that armed violence emerges
not only as an instrument of coercive influence but also as a systemic factor that
shapes the environment of political decision-making and affects the parameters of
their rationality, legitimacy, and permissibility. It does not abolish the democratic
foundations of the political process but transforms them in the direction of
securitized yet institutionally regulated governance.
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
